1. Introduction

1.1 Maintenance closures to Heathrow’s airside tunnels are scheduled in line with Maximo
works orders following a 13-week cycle, and are communicated to all our suppliers and
internal stakeholders. (With the exception of the Cargo Tunnel which has 4 weekly closure
cycles).

1.2 While we endeavour to stick to these dates, if additional closures must be made for
emergency purposes, we will communicate using the relevant channels, where we can,
before closing the tunnel(s).

2. Detail of the Closures

2.1 Closures for Airside Road Tunnel (ART), SAR/NAR will be held from Monday to Thursday
between the hours of 23:00 and 04:30 for 13 weeks (91 days).

2.2 ART closure commencing on 2" April 2024 will be moved from Monday — Thursday to
Tuesday — Friday to avoid a clash with the Easter Monday bank holiday.

2.3 Due to the Christmas holidays, the closure of Southern Airside Road (SAR)/Northern
Airside Road (NAR) in December 2024 has been brought forward to 16" December 2024.
In 2025, the 1% closure will follow a 14-week cycle before reforming back to 13 weeks.
