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HEATHROW COMMUNITY FUND – GUIDELINES FOR GRANT SEEKERS
Heathrow Community Fund forms part of the grant-making charity BAA Communities Trust, which is funded by an annual donation from airport operator BAA.

It makes donations to community projects local to the airport which are linked to education and youth development, the environment and employment/skills development.  
Grant applicants need to demonstrate that they can meet at least one of the following objectives:

· Create learning opportunities for young people and so raise their aspirations

· Help protect the environment

· Break down barriers to employment through skills development

· Support staff active in the community

Grants are made in the five boroughs closest to Heathrow:  Ealing, Hillingdon, Hounslow, Spelthorne and Slough. 
We do not as a rule support general running costs, including staff costs, preferring to fund, part fund or make a grant towards specific projects.  We will not provide funds for commercial sponsorship, to individuals, for third party advertising or political campaigning
We also provide funds towards a small grants programme - the Heathrow Community and Environment Awards Scheme. Details of this are available on the website www.heathrowairport.com/charitablesupport.  This extends to a further four boroughs; Richmond, Runnymede, South Bucks, Windsor and Maidenhead
Community projects with an environmental theme may also be eligible for a Heathrow Community and Environment Awards large grant; these are funded by fines imposed on aircraft which breach noise limits at Heathrow. Details for this scheme are also available on the website above.

The Trust meets four times a year to consider grant applications.
